Each of the editions have articles about environmental, economic and social issues of concern to people living and working in the watershed.
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Gulf of Maine Times logistics
The editor and gulf-wide editorial board produce 10-15 page editions of the Times three - four times a year and supplements those editions with periodic updates about news in the region. To extend the usefulness of the articles they are archived and key word searchable. Over 3,000 people have signed-up to receive an email notification when new materials are posted to www.gulfofmaine.org/times and many organizations have now posted a link to the Times site on their web page. It costs $15,000 per edition plus periodic e-zone updates for an editor, freelance writers, maintenance of the Times web site and project management.
