· To integrate local, traditional, and historical knowledge with scientific knowledge to describe the Gulf’s condition.
Written for resource managers and other coastal decision makers in government, NGOs, and the private sector, Tides of Change Across the Gulf summarizes results from watershed forums held over the past two years and provides in-depth chapters on several key issues facing the Gulf: land-use; contaminants and pathogens; and fisheries and aquaculture.  Included are comprehensive bibliographies, glossary and information on achievements of groups and individuals around the Gulf region.
