Nominations are sought for nominees from the following sectors: tourism; fisheries (commercial and recreational); aquaculture (finfish and shellfish); renewable energy generation (tidal, wave and wind) and transportation (shipping, ferries, etc.).

Nomination instructions:

1. Individuals or organizations may submit nominations. Self-nominations are not accepted.

2. The nominee must be resident of Maine, Massachusetts, New Brunswick, New Hampshire, or Nova Scotia. The nominee’s contributions must have been to the Gulf of Maine watershed. 

3. Industry Award nominees may be paid professionals or volunteers.
