	Brief background on why the individual/organization is being nominated:
 Krill is the founder, president, and ongoing inspiration propelling the non-profit New England Coastal Wildlife Alliance (NECWA) based in southeast Massachusetts. Founded in 2005, NECWA is a grass roots environmental organization that supports a variety of research and educational outreach activities that focus on the cetaceans, seabirds, seals, basking sharks, ocean sunfish and other coastal marine wildlife of New England. Among the diverse activities sponsored by NECWA are offshore excursions to view whales, seabirds, and other marine wildlife, rescue and relocation efforts of stranded ocean sunfish and sea turtles, a community-sighting network for basking sharks and ocean sunfish, beach clean-ups, and educational marine wildlife presentations. Of particular note are the authentic wildlife experiences provided for interns who will become the next generation of biologists, resource managers, and marine policy makers. Run completely by volunteers and with supportive partnerships, all funds coming into the organization go directly to the important work done by NECWA on behalf of coastal wildlife. NECWA conducts additional outreach through its website (www.necwa.org/), news blog (www.necwanews.blogspot.com), and quarterly digital newsletters.

Short in stature but large in vitality and enthusiasm, Krill received her nickname during the years she researched great whales with the Provincetown Center for Coastal Studies and served as crew member onboard the Dolphin fleet whale watching vessels out of Provincetown, Massachusetts.
